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The Supervisors Committee has been involved in the following initiatives over the past year:

1. Teacher Certification Program

              A teacher certification program has been developed in the Northern Virginia Area.  This program was developed with Dr. Ritz, ODU, Tony Casipit, Fairfax Co. Public Schools, Kris Martini, Arlington Public Schools, and Don Meyer,Prince William County Schools.  This program will provide the teachers an opportunity to gain Technology Education certification if needed, and or a Masters Degree in Technology  Education.  This program will run over a number of years and classes will be held in the Northern Virginia area via distant learning and adjunct professors.  We will keep the group posted on success of this program for expansion to other areas of need.

2.  Content Lead Teachers in each geographic area

             Supervisors were asked to identify  content lead teachers but to date a list has not been compiled.

3. Review inplementation of Technology Standards

              Connecting the Technology Standards to the state curriculum guides is ongoing.  Any guide being revised will have the technology standards incorporated into the guide. We looked at the possibility of running a class at the conference for lead teachers to train other teachers on standards implementation.   

4.  Elementary Design and Engineering

               George Wilcox organized a group of teachers to develop a Children's Design and Engineering design book.  It was due out in June through the CTE resource center.

5.   Explore new teacher workshop

               This year at the conference there is a new teacher workshop.  We hope this will be a continued session at the conference.

The Supervisors Committee plans to continue the work started and identify a new task for the coming school year.
